GUIDELINES for APPLICATIONS

Criteria for Funding

· Only Top Clubs and Sport England Clubmark Accredited clubs affiliated to Canoe England are eligible to apply.
· Projects must support or promote canoeing activities for Young People during or after school curriculum time with a school.

· An exit route to a club that young people can continue their Paddlesport experience should be offered at the end of the School Club Link activity. 

· Applications which target school groups through the School Sports Partnership network and provide Paddlesport activities for a range of abilities and ages are more likely to be successful.

· Funding can be used to fund a coach to deliver a minimum of 12 sessions (hours) for each group from a school partnership.  The coach has the option of volunteering his/her services, allowing the funds instead to be used to buy equipment or for further development of coaches or juniors.
·  Funding will not be provided for travel, accommodation costs or pool hire for coaches or participating groups.

· A breakdown of how the funding is to be used along with any quotations for equipment should be presented with this application.

· Successful applicants must submit a brief report on completion of the project outlining how the funding has benefited young people. 

· Successful applicants will be expected to produce data for the project to include:  number of sessions run, number and name of partnership links involved, number of participants involved.

· Successful applications are expected to acknowledge the support of Canoe England and DCSF in any reports or displays.   

· Applications from commercial watersports centres will not be considered.
Information for Applicants
Would your club benefit from a grant of up to £1,000 to support the work you do with young people?   Then read on about the Canoe England initiative to support clubs who make links with schools.

Canoe England recognises that as an accredited club you provide quality activities and progressive coaching programmes for young people.  The benefits of being an accredited hopefully will have transpired with increased membership, development of your club, coaches and volunteers and a raised profile.   In recognition of this and your club’s commitment to young people we are inviting Canoe England Accredited clubs to access priority support by applying for funding to help develop new links or maintain existing School Club Links programme.
Background

The PESSYP Programme is a national initiative introduced to support the Government’s School Sports Strategy, part of which is to tackle the health agenda by encouraging young people to adopt healthier active lifestyles.    Effective links between schools and clubs can help ease the transition from school sport to club sport in a safe environment, providing pathways into a sport for life. 

Often the best times for School Club Link sessions to take place, are the times when the majority of volunteer coaches are at work and for some clubs this makes it hard to make effective school club links.    In recognition of this, Canoe England have introduced this new award programme.
The Canoe England Awards

The Award focuses on support to clubs who are willing to provide a programme of Paddlesport activity that shows progression for its participants. Funding will be awarded to reimburse coaches’ expenses; or to support their professional development; or to purchase equipment that will benefit youth development. The grant can be used to support any one of these proposals or be divided between them all.
Accredited Clubs can apply if they meet the criteria set in the guidelines. There are only a limited number of grants being offered and these will be awarded on the content and strength of their application.   

Grants will be considered in March 2009, for the period April 2009 – March 2010, however if not all the grants are awarded further applications will be considered during the period.
