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Role & Responsibilities of the 

Regional Access Advisor
The Regional Access Advisor (RAA) is a voluntary representative of Canoe England and a member of the Regional Development Team. The role links the Canoe England Access Policy Group (CEAPG) and the Canoe England Access and Environment Team at a national level to the Regional Development Team, Local River Advisors (LRA) and the Local Coastal Advisors (LCA). The River and Coastal Advisers provide information for the River and Coastal Information Service. The work of the RAA is supported by the Access and Environment Team and CEAPG. 
Appointments to the role of Regional Access Adviser are the responsibility of the Access and Environment Team and the Regional Development Team.
Role:

Responsible to:

Canoe England Head of Access and Environment.
Role purpose:
Recruit and support LRA’s and LCA’s, Support and advise the Canoe England Access and Environment Team
Commitment: 

Up to 3 hours per week plus minimum of 1 meeting per year
Main Tasks:
· Contribute to Canoe England policy on access and other related issues via the Access and Environmental Team and periodic RAA forums.
· Attend RAA forums to contribute to discussions and sharing of good practice to develop Access in England. 

· Support the Access and Environment Team and CEAPG in the implementation of a consistent access policy and strategy across the Canoe England regions.

· Recruit and support LRA’s and LCA’s for rivers and water areas identified as suitable for a range of Paddlesport disciplines. An appointment of LRA and LCA shall be agreed by the RAA and another officer from the Regional Development Team or a Senior Development Officer. 

· Report all appointments and changes to regional access teams to access@bcu.org.uk and ensure a hard copy of the agreement with LRA’s and LCA’s are forwarded to the Canoe England office.

· Provide advice, support and record the work of LRA’s and LCA’s. The Access and Environment team will, when necessary, provide assistance with arranging briefing days for LRA’s and LCA’s.

· Refer all proposals for new or changes to existing access agreements and any environmental issues to the Canoe England Access and Environment Team.

· Advise the Canoe England Access and Environment Team on regional access issues, developments and consultations etc.

· Act as Regional contact point for agencies, navigation authorities and other organisations on access and environment related issues.

· Support the Rivers Access Campaign and Canoe England Access Policies. 
· Attend the Regional Development Team meetings to promote Access and Environment interests and needs in the Region.
